Using the NRC Transcoder

There are several transcoders on the web, but that of the National Research Council of
Canada offers the most options: [ NRC transcoder ]

These options include:
1. Going from Latin to syllabics and syllabics to Latin.

2. For Nunavik, where the the Al group involves one syllabic, one can go A+I to AIPAI and
conversely

3. Depending on the convention used one can go from qr to rr and conversely.

4. Various font styles and groups are available.
